Modified syllabus in accordance with Outcome Based Education upto
mapping under Choice Based Credit System (CBCS) in the Department of
History and Tourism of the University for the academic year 2020-2021 was
carried out. Based on the feedback and new development in the field around 30%
of the syllabus was revised.

% Based on students feedback, two Certificate Courses and two Value added
courses and Industry 4.0 were introduced in this academic year 2020-2021.In
addition, few changes are made in the semester wise distribution of courses.

% It was resolved to adopt the following suggestions given by the Board members.
1. Heritage Management
2. Communication skill in Tamil and English
3. Archaeological sites of Kongunadu may separately be given.
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
